 Wisconsin staffing companies employed 198,847 people for temporary or 
contract work in 2007. The average tenure was approximately 13.5 weeks.  

 In Wisconsin, 68,591 temporary and contract employees bridged to 
permanent jobs in 2007.  

 In 2007, Wisconsin staffing firms employed an average of 51,783 
temporary and contract employees per day. 

 Wisconsin staffing firms generated more than $1 billion in annual payroll 
in 2007. 

 Staffing firms operate some 841 offices throughout the state, each 
contributing to the vitality of Wisconsin’s economy.
